However, my time with them meant that | strongly believe
working with other churches is important. If we all belong to
Christ and believe in Him, then we should definitely try and do
things together 0 especially as Jesus prayed that we would be
one. Being one with other Christians is a way of helping the
world to believe in Him.

Gill and | worked on reconciliation between Christian denominations in Romania, and
| have always built relationships with other churches in my ministry.

First a bit of background: In 1054 the Christian church split between East and Westd
known as the 0Gr ea tpwithithdEkasteamn Githodow€huremvdtieits u
headquarters in Constantinople, and the western Roman Catholic Church with a pope

in Rome.

Three hundred years later, in the time of Henry VIII, the Roman church was split as the
Protestant reformers tried to find their way back to the original form of the faith. At
different points both Catholics and Protestants were martyred.

In the next century Baptists and others were denied the right to worship in this country.
John Bunyan finished up inprisonforhisf ai t h and it seems s O0mMme
family were probably in prison with him.

All this is not a pretty story, but in modern times, we have made progress in coming

back together. Internationally we have the World Council of Churches, and locally we
have o0Churches Together in Paigntono. wW
other, and we work together on important projects, like helping the homeless and
working amongst young people.

However, relations with the Orthodox have remained difficult o they say that



evangelical churches are not Christian, and evangelicals say that Orthodox people are
(you guessed it) not Christian either. Not very friendly!

The Lausanne Orthodox Evangelical consultations aim to bridge the gap between us,
andlastwee k | had the privilege of attending

At these conferences evangelicals and Orthodox sit down and talk to each other. There
were 60 of us 8 theologians from the US, church leaders from Ethiopia, senior clerics
from Egypt or India or Alaska: some wearing clerical garb that would look at home on

a teapot! d and all speaking different languages, although luckily for me, everyone

spoke English too.

In this gathering we discover that we have a lot in common & we are both churches
that take the Bible very seriously, and lay a great emphasis on our personal
relationship with God. We also share a deep concern to help others.

This year our theme was Missiond what it is, and how we can do it. A subject close to
my heart! Each norning one Orthodox and one Evangelical o including a senior
Anglican Bishop d presented papers, then we sat in groups of 10 and talked about
how we each understood the topic.

The food was great, the scenery in our lakeside conference centre was beautiful the
conversation stimulating, but the most wonderful aspect was the great sense of unity
between the two sides. We went away thinking about how actually to work together
in ordinary life in our parishes and countries.

Of course there are still many Orthodox who think that we are unbelievers, and some
evangelicals who think the same about the Orthodox Church. | like the story of a

Why did Jesus fold the linen burial
cloth after His resurrection? |

The Gospel of John (20:7) tells us
that the napkin, which was placed
over the face of Jesus, was not just
- thrown aside like the grave
S ' -~ clothes. The Bible takesan entire

: mmm———— verse to tell us that the napkin
was neatly folded, and was placed separate from the grave clothes.

Early Sunday morning, while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene came to the tomb and
found that the stone had been rolled away from the entrance. She ran and found
Simon Peter and the other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved.

She said, 'They have taken the Lord's body out of the tomb, and | don't know where
they have put him!" Peter and the other disciple ran to the tomb to see. The other
disciple outran Peter and got there first. He stooped and looked in and saw the linen

cloth lying there, but he didn't go in.

Then Simon Peter arrived and went inside. He also noticed the linen wrappings lying
there, while the cloth that had covered Jesus' head wasfolded up and lying to the side.

Was that important? Absolutely!

Is it really significant? Yes!

In order to understand the significance of the folded napkin, you have to understand
a little bit about Hebrew tradition of that day. The folded napkin had to do with the

Master and Servant, and every Jewish boy knew this tradition.

When the servant set the dinner table for the master, he made sure that it was exactly
the way the master wanted it.

The table was furnished perfectly, and then the servarn would wait, just out of sight,
until the master had finished eating, and the servant would not dare touch that table,
until the master was finished. Now, if the master were done eating, he would rise from



the table, wipe his fingers, his mouth, and clean his beard, and would wad up that
napkin and toss it onto the table.

The servant would then know to clear the table. For in those days, the wadded napkin
meant, 'I'm done'.

But if the master got up from the table, and folded his napkin, and laid it be side his

plate, the servant would not dare touch the table, because........... The folded napkin
meant,

'I'm coming back!'

Welby addresses refugee crisis

Hearts will have been broken by the front page images which so
sadly did more t o bring home the agony of the refugee crisis.

This last month has seen a world problem rapidly spinning out of
control which should be and remain at the centre of our prayer

It's a crisis for humanity and it was reassuring to see and hear the Archbishop of
Canterbury responding so beautifully and sadly to the agonies of Europe and the
Middle East.

Here's the full text of his statement:

0This is a hugely complex and wicked cri
fragility of our political systems. My heart is broken by the images and stories of men,
women and children who have risked their lives to escape conflict, violence and
persecution.

oThere are no easy answers and my prayer :
persecution, as well as those who are struggling under immense pressure to develop

an effective and equitable response. Now, perhaps more than ever in postwar Europe,

we need to commit to joint action across Europe, acknowledging our common
responsibility and our common humanity.



0As Christians we believe we are called t
and love them as ourselves (Leviticus 19:34), and to seek the peace and justice of our
God, in our world, today.

oWi th winter f adwith tlredragrc cidl evér inisyia spiralling further
out of control, we must all be aware that the situation could yet worsen significantly. |
am encouraged by the positive role that churches, charities and international agencies
are already playing, acdoss Europe and in Syria and the surrounding areas, to meet
basic humanitarian needs. These efforts may feel trivial in the face of the challenge,
but if we all play our part this is a crisis that we can resolve.

Church should be like a good hotel

This is the second in a series of articles from Gill Kimber's late father Philip Bell
who was an ordained member of the World Wide Anglican Church. He worked
in various areas of Cumbria, Lancashire, south London , Tristan Da Cunah,
Hampshire and Wiltshire. He addresses a problem which sadly still persists in our
churches a number of years after it was first written.

So why d o mdre new ehurchenembers?

Where to start looking for the answer to this struck me one day last summer after |
had been looking out of our kitchen window, and noticing that over half the row of
nearby sweet peas looked miserable. Their stems were bent and he flowers looked
half-dead.

| went outside and put on my bi-focals to examine them closely. The plants were
covered in green-fly! The stems and buds were almost solid with these wretched



aphids. | realised that | must have walked past these flowers seveal times without
noticing the infestation.

Without my glasses | could not focus onto this problem which was all the time very
close to me. | could not see the green-fly on my sweet peas even though what was
wrong was right under my nose.

What | am going to say to you in this posting is this: We church people need to put
on our spiritual specs and see the problems which are right under our noses -often
inside the buildings where we worship.

Let us start with the topic of WELCOME to people arriving at chu rch.

When we lived in Bournemouth, my colleague and | decided that for a period, while
one of us took Sunday Evensong, the other would attend one of the other churches in
the area.

| shall always remember those experiences.

| wore collar and tie, so asto appear like any other visitor to Bournemouth.

always someone to welcome me, ask me whereabouts | would like to sit, and generally

be genuinely friendly. In passing into the main area of the church someone else would

Compare this with the Church of England churches!

The typical experience there was like this: As one entered the building there would be
someone by the bookcase who was busily engaged in talking to a fellow church -

me mber . He would hardly notice the stra
notice you out of the corner of his eye and hand you a couple of books while the
conversation with his pal continued. Probably no other person would say a word to
you, (not even 0good eveningdéd), from the
in the car.

Several times the first thing seen on entering would be the behind of the person
bending over the bookcase, and one waited for the book-bending body to straighten

up.

These experiences were in the mid 1970s.

Humility and what it really means is summed up for me in the great Philippians
scripture d Chapter 2 verses 5 to 11 where we read:

5 In your relationships with one another, have the same mindset as Christ Jesus:
6 Who, being in very nature[ a] God,

did not consider equality with God something to be used to his own advantage;
7 rather, he made himself nothing

by taking the very nature[ b]of a servant,

being made in human likeness.

8 And being found in appearance as a man,

he humbled himself

by becoming obedient to death i

even death on a cro ss! 9Therefore God exalted him to the highest place

and gave him the name that is above every name,

10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow,

in heaven and on earth and under the earth,

11 and every tongue acknowledge that Jesus Christ is Lord,

to the glory of God the Father. 12 Therefore, my dear friends, as you have
always obeyed i1 not only in my presence, but now much more in my absence
continue to work out your salvation with fear and trembling, 13 for it is God

Interesting that humility is tied so closely to our salvation in verse 12 and the use of
the words ofear and tremblingd attached!

It's tough, it's challenging, it's daunting because it runs against all our natural
instincts but if we are to become Christ-like and attract people to our blessed
Saviour it is entirely necessary.

I've yet to meet a person who doesn't enjoy being praised, flattered or thought to be
amusing, clever, intelligent or gifted. Sadly, pride isoften as prevalant in the church as
it is in the world but if we really want to serve the one who saved us, it has to be put
to death and buried because in represents pride d and it was that which saw Lucifer
get out of control and fall from heaven (Luke 10: 18).

We're all guilty of it. | know I had a real problem with it when | first became a Christian,
wanting praise and admiration for every deed | did on Christ's behalf, often forgetting
that it was the Holy Spirit of God compelling me to do what Chris t wanted of me.

However, once we start to break the Phillippians scripture down there's an amazing
encouragement to be found because after the description of Christ's humility we find
these words:

9Therefore God exalted him to the highest place

and gave him the name that is above every name,

10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow,

in heaven and on earth and under the earth,

11 and every tongue acknowledge that Jesus Christ is Lord,
to the glory of God the Father.

What does that mean for us? Quite simply this: That the more humble we become, the
higher we will be lifted up in the kingdom of God which works in direct contradiction

to the wo rld where constant praise and admiration goes with achievement and success.
Humility is a biblical princip le we have to learn if we want to be raised up by the King
of Kings.

The same principle appears early on in the Old Testament where in Numbers 12: 3
we read:

Now Moses was a very humble man, more humble than anyone else on the face
of the earth.

Justlook what God did with him!

It often takes a lifetime to learn but the 'humility principle' is absolutely key to our
Christian development.

Bishop pays tribute to Queen

The Bishop of Exeter The Rt Revd Robert Atwell paid tribute to Her Majesty the Queen
as she became the longest reigning monarch in British history last month.
